Dublin Transport Authority  
The following report of the Director was READ:

“The Dublin Regional Authority at its meeting on 17th February, 2009 discussed the meeting which was held with Minister Dempsey on the subject of the Dublin Transport Authority.  Within the discussion it was agreed that the Dublin Regional Authority at its next meeting would consider the following actions:

1. nominating an elected representative to the DTA and 

2. consider the possible nomination of ‘ordinary members’ to the DTA, as suggested by the Minister.”

Following discussion it was AGREED that the Dublin Regional Authority should nominate a full member and an alternate member to the Dublin Transport Authority and An Cathaoirleach called for nominations for the full member to the DTA.
It was proposed by Councillor Anne Carter, seconded by Councillor Pat Hand and RESOLVED:

“That Councillor Dermot Lacey be nominated as full member to the Dublin Transport Authority.”

An Cathaoirleach, Councillor Hand then DECLARED Councillor Dermot Lacey the full member nomination of the Dublin Regional Authority to the Dublin Transport Authority.

An Cathaoirleach, Councillor Hand called for nominations for the alternate members to the DTA.

EU Maritime Commission (DG Mare)-Communication on Marine Spatial Planning 
The Director presented the members with details of the Communication from DG MARE on Marine Spatial Planning.  Following discussion it was AGREED that the Director should meet with the Marine Institute to ascertain current position in Ireland in relation to Marine Spatial Planning and report back to the Authority at its next meeting.
It was then proposed by Councillor Dermot Lacey, seconded by Councillor Anne Carter and RESOLVED:

“That the Dublin Regional Authority write to the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government requesting that regulations be brought forward immediately which extends the landuse planning laws of the State to the maritime area, thus enabling the Review of the Regional Planning Guidelines for the Greater Dublin Area to provide a policy approach to the marine area of Dublin Bay and its environs.”

Dublin Bay Task Force 

The following report of the Director was READ:
“The Chair of the Dublin Bay Task Force, Councillor Bronwen Maher and the Director of the Dublin Regional Authority met with Minister John Gormley in December 2008 and provided him with an update on the work of the Task Force and requested him to –

1. provide formal recognition of the Dublin Bay Task Force by Central Government, 

2. to assist the Task Force through funding in establishing formal structures to prepare a Master Plan based on ICZM and its principles and 

3. to consider drafting legislative back-up to implement the Dublin Bay Master Plan through the Regional Planning Guidelines framework.

The Minister requested that we write to him in this matter, detailing our requirements.  A letter was issued by Councillor Maher, in December 2008, and to-date no reply has been received.”  

Following discussion it was proposed by Councillor Bronwen Maher, seconded by Councillor Dermot Lacey and RESOLVED:
“That the Dublin Regional Authority write to Mr. John  Gormley, Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government requesting a written response to these issues.”
